PREFACE

The purpose of this publication is to meet private and
public sector needs for statistical information regarding
accidents at work, so that necessary measures to limit their
number may be taken and, consequently, to curb their social
and economic impact.

This issue publishes data from the records of accidents
at work sustained by employees insured by IKA-ETAM. The
data were collected from the electronic database record
system of Integrated Information System of IKA-ETAM (OPS
IKA-ETAM) and the collaboration of
Authority (ELSTAT)

The information provided is classified in three parts. The

first part comprises tables presenting reduced distribution
figures for all accidents so as to provide reference data and
enable comparison to previous years. The second part
comprises an analysis of fatal accidents at work, the third a
more comprehensive analysis of accidents at work and the
fourth incidence rates of accidents at work in regard to the
total number of employees insured by IKA-ETAM, as
emerging from the collected Detailed Periodical Statements
(APD).

I would like to express my gratitude to the employees of
IKA-ETAM units for collecting the statements of accidents at
work and filling out the database and to ELSTAT for the
complementary review of the data. Finally special thanks to
the staff of the Directorate of Actuarial Studies and Statistics
for the statistical processing, editing and coordination of this

issue.

GENERAL RESEARCH CONCLUSIONS

v During the year 2011, 5,973 accidents at work were
IKA-ETAM. Following the
Accident at Work Bulletins, 5,499 accidents at work were

recorded by recording of
collected, of which 69 were fatal.

v The number of accidents at work that occurred in 2011 is
22% lower as compared to 2010, and the number of
directly insured individuals reduced by 10% in comparison
to the previous year.

v During the 2002-2011 decade, there was an annual drop in
the number of accidents; the average rate of reduction was
10%.

v Employees from 30 to 39 years of age sustained 32.4% of
accidents at work and men sustained 77.2%.

v’ Most accidents at work took place in the administrational
regions of Attica (40.4%) and Kentriki Macedonia (17.9%).
v'Most accidents occur in manufacturing industries (25.2%)

and in Wholesale and Retail Trade (22.9%).

v'In regard to the occupation of the employees, the highest
number of accidents occurs in the category of Craft
workers and Plant operators and Elementary occupations
at percentages 26.3%, 22.0% and 19.3%.

v Employees of Greek nationality sustained 85.7% of the
accidents and salaried employees sustained 93.9% of
accidents

v 35.6% of the accidents occurred in enterprises employing
up to nine employees.

v Of the accidents at work recorded, 99.0% were non fatal.

v’ The age of employees who sustained a fatal accident at
work (mean age 43.8 years) is far higher than the age of
individuals with non fatal accident at work (mean age 39.2
years) and the age of the total population insured by IKA-
ETAM (mean age 38 years).

v'It has been estimated that 3 accidents occur for every
1,000 employees.

v 5 accidents occur for every 1,000 men employees and 2
for every 1,000 women employees.

SUMMARY OF RESEARCH RESULTS

During the year 2011, 5,973 accidents at work were
recorded by OPS IKA-ETAM. Detailed information existed
in 5,499 accidents at work, of which 69 were fatal (1.3%).
The number of accidents at work that occurred in 2011 is
22% lower as compared to 2010, while the number of
insured

directly individuals decreased by 10% in

comparison to the previous year.

1. DEVELOPMENTS IN ACCIDENTS AT WORK

Assessing annual variation in the number of accidents
from 1988 to 2011, it was estimated that during this period,
the average drop in the number of accidents was 6.9%,
while in 2011 there were 82% fewer accidents than in
1988. Taking into account the total number of accidents
and the total number of directly insured individuals, it is
estimated that in 2011, 3 accidents occurred per 1,000
insured individuals. Comparing this number of accidents at
work to that of 1988 (18.2 accidents occurred per 1,000
insured individuals); we see that in 2011, this number was
reduced by 83%. Assessing the annual percentage
variation in the number of accidents per 1,000 insured
individuals from 1988 to 2011, it was estimated that during
this period, the average drop in the number of accidents
per 1,000 insured individuals was 7.2%.

During the 2002-2011 decade, there was an annual
drop in the number of accidents, at a 10% mean rate of
reduction. For the 1972-1981, 1982-1991 and 1992-2001
decades, corresponding mean rates of reduction were
3.4%, 5.3% and 4.5%, respectively. Taking into account
the annual changes in insured individuals, the mean rates
of reduction per 1000 insured individuals for the decades
1972-1981, 1982-1991, 1992-2001 and 2002-2011 were
7.5%, 7.0%, 5.1% and 10%, respectively. Furthermore,
taking into account the annual total number of incapacity
days and the number of insured individuals, we see that,
on average, the number of incapacity days per 1,000
insured individuals during the last four decades presented
a drop of 7.5%, 4.1%, 1.9% and 4.7%, respectively.

2. ACCIDENTS AT WORK IN 2011

Most accidents at work took place in the
administrational regions of Attica (40.4%) and Kentriki
Macedonia (17.9%), comprising 58% of the total number of
accidents. The percentage of these two regions in relation

to the total number of employees insured by IKA-ETAM is

51.0% and 14.5%, respectively, i.e. 65.5% of employees.

Men sustained 77.0% of the accidents, while women
sustained 23.0%, 53.6% of the working population is men
employees.

Employees aged between 30 and 39 sustained 32.4%
of the total number of accidents and 34.5% of the working
population.

In regard to the injured body part, most accidents
occurred in upper and lower extremities, at rates of 41.7%
and 34.3%, respectively. In fact, in regard to particular
body part, fingers were injured most often, at a rate of
17.7%, leg, including knee, at a rate of 11.4% and ankle, at
a rate of 9.4%.

The most frequent types of injury are fractures,
contusion injuries and contusions, at rates of 33.3%,
22.7% and 22.7%, respectively.

The two most prevalent causes of accidents at work
were collision with immobile objects, falling against or
being struck by a moving object, as well as falling from a
height to lower lever or falling on the same level at
respective rates of 37.9% and 30.4%. Causes that led to
injury were transport vehicles or lifting equipment (30.0%)
and working environment (20.8%).

In regard to the sectors of the employer's economic
activity, most accidents occur in Manufacturing industries
and Wholesale and Retail Trade, at a percentage of 25.2%
and 22.9%; these sectors comprise 15.6% and 22.3% of
individuals insured by IKA-ETAM.

In regard to the occupation of the employees (ISCO
2008), the highest number of accidents occurs in the
category of Craft workers and Plant operators and
Elementary occupations at percentages 26.3%, 22.0% and
19.3%. These occupational categories comprise
respectively, 7.4%, 8.5% and 18.5% of insured individuals
by IKA-ETAM.

Employees of Greek nationality sustained 85.7% of the
accidents and salaried employees sustained 93.9% of
accidents.

More than half of the accidents (55.4%) occurred
between 8:31 am and 14:30 pm, while 18.6% of the
accidents occurred on Mondays.

In regards to the location where the accident occurred,
81.7% took place on company premises or during working
hours, while 20.9% were motor-vehicular accidents (during
work or during traveling to or from work). Most accidents
took place in small enterprises; in fact, 35.6% occurred at

enterprises employing up to nine employees.

In 70.9% of all accidents, first aid directly after the
accident was administered at a hospital. Finally, 30.3% of
the persons who sustained accidents, were hospitalized
after first aid was administered.

The main means of transport of injured persons to a
first aid unit or hospital was a private means (e.g. car) or
ambulance at rate 66.7% and 25.9%.

According to the annual recording of accidents at work,
on average, 16 accidents at work occurred every day and
in regard to their outcome it's obvious that the majority of
accidents lead to absence from work. This could be
explained by the fact that accidents that lead to absence

from work are only reported.

3. FATAL ACCIDENTS AT WORK IN 2011

In regard to the 69 fatal accidents, the following data
emerged:

e The age of employees who sustained a fatal
accident at work (mean age 43.8 years) is higher than the
age of individuals with non fatal accident at work (mean
age 39.2 years) and the age of the total population insured
by IKA-ETAM (mean age 38 years).

e Men sustained 65 fatal accidents.

e Of the total number of fatal accidents, 23 occurred
in the administrational region of Attica and 12 in the
administrational region of Kentriki Macedonia.

e There were 40 fatal accidents caused by collision
with immobile objects and falling against or being struck by
a moving object.

e In 45 fatal accidents, the main factor that caused
the incident was considered to have been the enterprise’s
transport vehicles and lifting equipment.

e Of the fatal accidents, 20 belonged to the
construction sector, 11 to Transportation, storage and 10
in manufacturing industries.

o Employee’s aged between 25 and 54 sustained 58
fatal accidents; 16 (27.6%) occurred in the construction
sector.

e Of the fatal accidents, 28 involved cranio-cerebral
injury and 19 fracture.

e In the categories of Plant operators ad Craft
workers were recorded 40 fatal accidents; of these, 25

(62.5%) involved cranio-cerebral injury and fracture.

4. 2011 ACCIDENTS AT WORK FREQUENCY, PER
1,000 EMPLOYEES (INCIDENCE RATES)

In order to calculate accidents’ incidence rates per
1,000 employees, population data from the monthly
employment records originating from the submittal of
Detailed Periodical Statements (APD) in June 2011 were
used. This number does not cover the total number of
individuals insured by IKA-ETAM on an annual basis, but
is smaller. Incidence rates cited in Accident at Work
Bulletins in 1999 and 2000 were calculated from the data
of the Labor Force Survey.

In fact, due to lack of information about nationality in
the archives of Detailed Periodical Statements for 2002,
incidence rates in regard to insured individuals’ nationality
was calculated, for 2001 and 2002 Accident at Work
publications, on the basis of data from the Labor Force
Survey. From 2003 onwards, this information was
available and that is why there is great year-on-year
population difference in the nationality of insured
individuals and, consequently, in incidence rates.

In Employment recording data system, the
classification of Economic Activity of the enterprise follows
NACE rev. 1 and the classification of Occupation follows
ELSTAT STEP 92.

In  Accidents at work recording system, the
classification of Economic Activity of the enterprise follows
NACE rev. 2 since 2008 and the classification of
ISCO-08 2011.

data there is no absolute identification in every category.
So comparisons have to be done with caution.

The 2011 recording resulted that 3 accidents occur for
every 1,000 employees, specifically 5 accidents for every
1,000 men and 2 for every 1,000 women. Approximately 4
accidents occur for every 1,000 employees aged between
55 and 59.

The highest incidence rates appear in administrational
regions of Sterea Ellada and Dytiki Ellada, with 6 accidents
per 1,000 employees.

The sectors of Manufacturing Industries and
Construction (occupation rates 15.6% and 6.5%) present
higher incidence rates, with 5 and 8 accidents per 1,000
employees, respectively. On the contrary, in Wholesale
and Retail Trade there is increased occupation (22.3%)
albeit with relatively lower risk of accident, 4 accidents per
1,000 employees.

employees) and Plant operators (9 accidents per 1,000
employees). The most prevalent categories in regard to
employment are Office clerks (26.2%) and Service and
sales workers (20.6%), with respective incidence rates of 1
and 3 accidents per 1,000 employees.

Accident risk does not differ between employees with
different nationality. 4 accidents per 1,000 employees for
those with nationality outside EU and 3 accidents per
1,000 employees for employees with Greek or other EU
country nationality. Employees with nationality outside EU,
from EU and those with Greek nationality comprise 10.2%,
3.1% and 86.7% of the labor force, respectively.

In enterprises employing up to 49 individuals, which
comprise 51% of the labor force, 4 accidents correspond to
every 1,000 employees while in enterprises employing
more than 250 employees, which comprise 29.7% of the
labor force, 2 accidents correspond to every 1,000
employees .
